The Washington State Office of Legislative Support Services is currently recruiting for the 
position of session Editor/Videographer. This is a non-partisan position, supporting the House, 
Senate and all legislative sub-agencies. This is a full-time, temporary position, beginning 
January 5, 2015, and continuing until April 26, 2015. The position is exempt from civil service 
provisions.  

 
The editor will edit weekly Legislative Update programs with legislators which air in over 40 
cities and on the web. Additionally, you will shoot House and Senate floor debates, committees, 
and other events on the capitol campus.  

 
Applicants should expect to use a video camera and related production equipment on a daily 
basis. We edit on Mac with Adobe Premiere and After Effects and related programs. We shoot 
with Sony XDCam EX cameras. 

 
Desired Experience and Qualities:  
Candidates should have a demonstrated ability and knowledge of Adobe Premiere, Creative 
Cloud and related programs. Working knowledge of FCP7 a plus.  Candidates should have at 
least two years of videography industry experience. Must be able to work effectively in a team 
environment. Candidates should also have good communication, interpersonal, and customer 
service skills.  

 
Pay range $2,317 - $2,948 per month. No benefits are included.

Video must include 
examples of applicant’s shooting abilities. Videos will not be returned. Applicants not providing 
video samples will not be considered.
